then i bend my elbows and touch my hands above my head to make a triangle

and then i make a cross

then vice versa.
Names with decorative elements and ideographic band names are frequently symmetrical, especially within
Witch House. 320CSR explained that his name “has the meaning of 'doppelganger' and also 'split personality’
[...] As you see, some parts of the name are mirrored and some differ.”
Names often incorporate introductory-level 1337-speak conventions, e.g. replacing E with 3 or A with 4.
There’s a Witch House name generator [http://chillwitchnamemagic.com/], but it’s not very good. It just strings
together two spooky words and replaces all As with As and some Ts with T.
Glyphs are inconsistent: T may be T or I; A may be A or D; and they, along with A and A, may be used as both
allographs and symbols, sometimes within the same name.
Just as there are bands that parodied the Heavy Metal Umlaut convention (e.g. Spinal Tap), there are Witch
House bands that parody the symbol-heavy naming convention (e.g. Symbols, from Florida).
Many bands mix allographs of arcane and normal symbols (e.g. HAUNT3D HOUS3) and many mix allographs of
arcane symbols with decorative symbols (e.g. TGR A VELT) but, strangely, no band ever mixes common symbols
with decorative symbols.
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
